MOSENERGO hereby presents its operating report for the
first half of 2005.

In virtue of the resolution of the Annual General Meeting of
MOSENERGO's Shareholders on MOSENERGQO reorganization,
13 MOSENERGO's spin-offs were registered with the state author-
ities on April 1, 2005: OAO Energy Management Company,
OAOQO Trunk Network Company, OAO Moscow City Electricity
Network Company, OAO Moscow Heating Network Company,
OAO Moscow Regional Electricity Network Company, OAO
Mosenergosbyt Supply Company, OAQ Specialized Design Bureau
for Repair and Modernization, OAO Mosteplosetenergoremont,
OAO Mosenergosetstroy, OAO GRES-4, OAO GRES-5, OAO
GRES-24, OAO Zagorskaya GAES.

On May 2005, the Federal Service for Financial Markets
(FSFM of Russia) registered issues of ordinary registered shares
and placement reports of the spin-offs.

The shares of the nascent companies were distributed
among MOSENERGO's shareholders in proportion to the num-
ber of shares in the Company of which they are holders as of the
date of the companies state registration, April 1, 2005.

ZAQ Register-Service Specialized Registrar is in charge of
keeping the Register of Shareholders of all spin-offs.

The generation company incorporating 17 power plants with
afotal electric capacity of 10.6 thousand MW and a heat capac-
ity of 34.2 thousand Gcal/hour, as well as 15 other branches
retained the MOSENERGQO brand.

MOSENERGQO's shares still rank among the most liquid
shares listed on NP RTS Stock Exchange, OAO RIS Stock
Exchange and ZAO MICEX Stock Exchange. The program of
American depositary receipts for MOSENERGQO shares also
continues to have effect.

Over the period from January to June of the current year,
MOSENERGOQO shares reached their ceiling of USD 0.15 early
in January sinking to USD 0.0615 per share early in April.

MOSENERGQO capitalization as of June 30, 2005, calculated
on the basis of the RTS data worked out at USD 2,420,970, 126.

MOSENERGO activities, as before the reorganization, are
aimed to fosters housing construction, a rally in industry, com-
mercial sphere and improvement of social and living condi-
tions of the area population.

Production of Flectricity
and Hear

In the first half of 2005, MOSENERGO's power plants gener-
ated 33.8 billion kWh of eledricity (with an allowance for opero-
tion of detached LAPS-4, 5, 24 and Zagorsk PSP in the 1st quarter),
a 0.4 % rise year on year under comparable conditions.

Effective deliveries of electricity (inclusive for support of its own
consumers in the Tst quarter and supplies to Mosenergosbyt in
the 2nd quarter) amounted to 29.4 billion kWh, a 3.2 % decrease
against the first half of 2004 on account of detachment of four
MOSENERGO's power plants.

Electricity consumption in the first half of the year came up
4.0 % in Moscow, and 3.5 % in the Moscow Region. A growth
is observed in almost all consumer groups, save for industrial
and agricultural consumers of the area and resellers of the
Moscow Region in connection with their consumers change-
over to direct payments.

To provide for the growth of electricity consumption in the
Moscow area, MOSENERGO was buying electricity from other
areas. In the first half of the current year (for the 1st quarter and
April) a total of 3.7 billion kWh of eleciricity was bought by
MOSENERGO with the target of 2.8 billion kWh. In the first half
of the last year the purchases scored 4.0 billion kWh.

From January to April 2005, the purchase and sale of elec-
tricity in the wholesale market was carried out by MOSENERGO.
The 20005 tariff rate for the sale of electricity at the wholesale
market was set subject to MOSENERGO's operation with
61 branches on the strength. With a view to ensuring continu-
ity of the applied tariffs under the restructured MOSENERGO
conditions, from May 2005 all wholesale market transactions
are carried out by OAO Mosenergosbyt. From January 01,
2006, MOSENERGO will become a full participant in the whole-
sale electricity market.

From January to April 2005, in the regulated segment of
the wholesale market MOSENERGO purchased 6,718.3 mil-
lion kWh of electricity to the amount of RUR 3,482.6 million.
MOSENERGO did not supply electricity to the regulated
WEM segment.

In the free segment, MOSENERGO purchased 52.8 mil-
lion kWh for RUR 26.2 million, and sold 3,010.9 million kWh
for RUR 1,609.8 million. A favorable electricity price offered
by MOSENERGO made it possible to boost generation of
the Company's power plants by more than 560 million kWh.

The volume of discrepancies between the actual and planned
generation (consumption) of eleciricity in the discrepancy seg-
ment over January-April 2005 added up to 77.6 million kWh
with the amount of payments received by MOSENERGO being
RUR 181.7 million.

MOSENERGO's active operations at the wholesale electric-
ity market in the period from January to April 2005 resulted in
reduction of the average purchase rates by 5.2 kopecks/kWh

The cost savings owing to the
reduction of the average tariff for the purchase of electricity from
the WEM came to RUR 192.0 million.

41.9 million Geal of heat was sold from the power plant
manifolds in the first half of the year, a 3.2 % rise year on year
as heat supply was discontinued at a later date, on May 10
against May 5 in 2004.

39.2 million Geal of heat in steam and hot water were sold
to heat consumers, a 2,7 % rise over the level of the first half
of the last year. In Moscow the figures have grown by 2.8 %
and in the Moscow Region by 0.2 %.

Practically all consumer groups increased consumption of
hot water. At the same time, consumption of steam decreased
by 21.7 % from a year earlier.

Beginning from the second quarter of the current year, the
volume of the total effective deliveries of heat includes heat
supplies to compensate for the heating grids losses in the
amount of 555.2 thousand Gcal. Thus, the overall consump-
tion of heat with an allowance for the deliveries of thermal
power to compensate for the distribution losses in the six
months amounted to 39.7 million Gceal.

Fuel supplies to MOSENERGO's plants in the first half of
the current year were satisfactory with no interruptions thanks
to sufficient reserves of all types of fuel in both Moscow City
and the Moscow Region.

The share of gas in the Company's fuel mix is 93.5%, up
3 % over the first half of 2004, whereas consumption of solid
and liquid fuel went down by approximately 30 % on account
of detachment of the Company's power plants consuming a
high percentage of solid and liquid fuel.

Production Cosf

The electricity and heat generation costs in the first half of
2005 totaled RUR 35.7 billion, down RUR 1.5 billion, or 4.2 %
from the same period of 2004.

The production cost of electricity lowered by 12.2 %, which
is due to improvement of the electricity transmission and sales
costs in connection with detachment from MOSENERGO of
transmission and supply companies.

The production cost of heat rose by 10 %, which is prima-
rily attributed to advance in the fuel prices.

The fuel costs in the first half of 2005 reached RUR 16.0 bil-
lion, up 13.7% as compared with the level of the same
period of 2004. The share of fuel in the total production
costs was 44.7 % against 37.7 % in the first quarter of the
last year.

The price of the primary fuel, natural gas, was RUR
1,234.65 per thousand cu m, a 21.8 % rise over the level of
the first half of 2004.

Prescribed allocations for the account of production costs

The price of gas purchased in excess of the volumes estab-
lished by the long-term agreements was RUR 1,494.0 per
thousand cu m, a 11.9 % increase over the same period of
the last year.

Aton of fuel oil cost RUR 2,461 climbing 4.0 % year on year.

The price of Kuznetsk coal, including the railroad tariff,
was RUR 1039 per ton rising 19.9 % over the first half of 2004.

MOSENERGO's maintenance costs totaled RUR 4.9 bil-
lion, down by 29.4 % against the same period of 2004 in con-
nection with MOSENERGO split-up as from April 1, 2005.

At the same time, the combined effect of the lower-than-
planned fuel costs, a cutback in the specific fuel consumption
and fixed costs, as well as the fulfillment of the cost manage-
ment program and carrying out of the competitive proce-
dures for the procurement of goods, work and services made
it possible to contain the growth of the Company's energy
generation costs in the first half of the current year by RUR 0.4
billion against the target.

January 1, 2005 saw new tariffs for electricity and heat in
effect for MOSENERGO consumers situated in the territory of
Moscow (Moscow REC Ordinance No. 63 of December 15,
2004) and of the Moscow Region (Minutes of the Executive
Board of the Moscow Region Energy Committee No. 34 of
December 28, 2004).

The system-wide growth of electricity tariffs was 11.4 % as
compared with the previously effective tariffs, including
11.6 % for Moscow. The greatest runup was marked in the
tariffs for residents with electric stoves — from 86 to 108
kopecks/kWh (25.6 %), and for residents with gas stoves —
from 122 to 153 kopecks/kWh (25.4 %).

The electricity rates for the Moscow and Moscow Region
consumers are established differentiated with respect to the
voltage levels in the supply terminal, and to the day zones.

The system-wide growth of heat tariffs was 16.6 % as compared
with the previously effective tariffs. The heat power rates ramped
up in Moscow by 16.2 %, and in the Moscow Region by 22.4 %.

The prevailing sale tariff for electricity is below the schedule
rate for the account of the Moscow REC's sefting of so-called
"economic redevelopment tariffs" for industrial enterprises pursu-
ing the Energy Saving Program (Resolutions No. 90 of December
31,2004, and No. 28 of March 31, 2005), as well as owing to the
fact that households in January 2005 paid for the energy con-
sumed in December 2004 at the last year's rate.

Proceeding from the electrical balance targets, the aver-
age Company's tariff for the elecirical energy deliveries for
the second quarter is 50.65 kopecks/kWh.

The actual average tariff for the second quarter under the
contract with OAO Mosenergosbyt is 48.2 kopecks/kWh.

The reduction of the average electricity tariff results from
the cutback in the effective electricity sales against the electri-
cal balance targets at a constant power level.

Financral Performance

Markerable Producrs, Sales, Profit,
and Debrs

The proceeds of sales of commercial output (net of VAT) was
RUR 44.2 billion, including RUR 42.0 billion to electricity and
heat consumers. The cash-based sales of commercial output
as compared with the first half of 2004 declined by 3.3 % which
is associated with a reduction of the effective sales of power
deliveries on the back of the spin-off of LAPS-4, 5, 24 and
Zagorskaya PSP to form wholesale generating companies as
from April 1, 2005.

B The profit on sales of marketable products in the first half
of the year accounted for RUR 6.45 billion, including RUR
6.28 billion as the profit on the electricity and heat sales:

— RUR 5.05 billion in the profit on electricity sales;

— RUR 1.23 billion in profit on heat sales.

As compared with the first half of 2004, the profit on ener-
gy sales went down by 13.7 % (in 2004, it was RUR 7.28 bil-
lion) driven by a cutback in the electricity sales on account of
MOSENERGO split-up in the course of restructuring. At the
same time, the balance of the work for the first half of 2005
shows that the Company has attained a profitable level in the
heat power generation. This has been achieved through
implementation of a cost saving program, as well as boosting
up effective deliveries of heat over the first half of 2004.

With an allowance for the operating and non-core activi-
ties of MOSENERGO, the pre-tax profit amounted to RUR 3.9
billion, up by RUR 3.0 billion, or 4.5 times, from a year earlier.

The Company's pre-tax profit mark-up as compared with
the first half of 2004 ensues from the fact that in the same
period of the last year in connection with the lack of proper
regulation of tariff relations between MOSENERGO and
regional power suppliers the Company had to set up a pro-
vision for doubtful debts in the amount of RUR 3.9 billion,
which materially impaired the financial performance for the
first half of 2004.

The accounts receivable from electricity and heat con-
sumers, including those for supplies to the wholesale electric-
ity market and electricity sales through ATS, dipped down by
56.6 % (from RUR 11.5to 5.0 billion) from the beginning of the
year, including by 66.4 % for eleciricity sold to regional con-
sumers, and by 16.4 % for heat.

Analytical Rafios

The presented financial analytical ratios are calculated
with a view to measure and analyze changes in the structure
of MOSENERGO's balance sheet, as well as its financial per-
formance in the first half of 2005.

It is important to note, that in the course of MOSENERGO
restructuring a number of branches had been detached from
its body and formed into new joint-stock companies as from
April 1 of the current year.

As compared with the same period of the last year, this
year shows a decline in the absolute and current liquidity
ratios. This is primarily the result of shrinkage of cash on the
Company's settlement accounts in connection with payment
of taxes and credit commitments in the 2nd quarter of 2005
that were charged to MOSENERGO.

The financial stability ratio still stands high. As before, the
greater part of assets is financed by equity and long-term
borrowings.

The Company's business activity and profitability ratios
ramped up as against the values scored at the end of the first half
of 2004 owing to the fact that the Company after restructuring
has been keeping the proceeds from sales of products at the prior
level. This is caused by a rise in average energy tariffs as from
January 01, 2005. The amount of MOSENERGO's aggregate
capital therewith reduced materially as a consequence of hive-
off and split-up under the separation balance sheet.

At the same time, payments with respect to the property tax
diminished, which showed up in curtailment of the Company's
operating expenses. The provision for doubtful debts also fined
away along with the costs of selling fixed and other assets.

A somewhat lower sales margin is largely associated with
a cutback in the electricity sales on account of detachment of
four MOSENERGO's power plants in the course of its restruc-
turing. However, a decline in profits on electricity sales was par-
tially compensated by a growth of profits on heat sales brought
about by a 16.6 % growth of heat tariffs as from January 01,
2005, with respect to the previously effective ones.

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Calendar of Current Evenfs

April 1. 13 new companies detached from MOSENERGO
were registered with the Interregional Inspection of the Federal
Tax Service of Russia for Moscow.

April 15. MOSENERGO reviewed the "Best Consumer 2004"
contest. The "Best Consumer 2004" patents were awarded to the
companies who strictly observe the energy supply contracts.

May 11. In pursuance of the Moscow Government's Directive,
May 10 became the date of the scheduled discontinuation of
heat supply to the capital consumers.

May 24. 21:17 saw a measuring current transformer at the
Chagino substation damaging followed by oil slobbering and
inflammation. Fragments of insulation crashed a 220 kV sus-
pension insulator siring and trunk air ducts, which gave rise to
de-energizing of the substation. Cutting-off of the 220 kV buses
blacked out the Kapotnya substation, which brought about par-
tial power failure at the Moscow QOil Refinery. Simultaneously,
generators Nos 7, 8, 9, and 10 dropped at TEP-22 (the total of
11 turbogenerators are installed at TEP-22).

May 25. Beginning from 10:07 overloads caused auto-
matic tripping of 220 kV overhead lines, which resulted in
destabilization of the power system and ensuing load shed-
ding in a number of power systems of the UES of the Center,
including in the Moscow power system, about 2500 MW.
Exhaustion of the power transmission capacity and run-down
equipment of the electricity grids became the major premises
for the blackout. Professional actions of the personnel and
operation of the automatic protective devices in the course
of the accident development staved off massive physical
destruction of the power equipment. This posed the key fac-
tor of fast post-accident clean-up and resumption of energy
supply to the consumers.

The accident progression was brought to stop upon expira-
tion of 2 hours 20 minutes. By 6 p.m. all socially important
Moscow facilities on the Moscow Government's list had been
connected. On May 26 at noon, UES SO-CDU lifted all operat-
ing restrictions on power supply service for the consumers, and
by 6:30 p.m. on the same day full power supply for the Moscow
and Moscow Region consumers have been restored.

June 1. The Federal Service for Financial Markets (FSFM of
Russia) by its resolutions of May 24, 2005, May 26, 2005, and
May 31, 2005, registered issues of securities and placement
reports of the companies established as a result of MOS-
ENERGO reorganization according to which shares of the
spin-off joint stock companies were placed by way of alloca-
tion to the members of the said companies.

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In the course of the talks that were also participated by
Deputy Chairman of the Executive Board of the RAO UES of
Russia Ya.M. Urinson the parties discussed further cooperation
of the energy company and the region administration, in partic-
ular, implementation of the Agreement for Cooperation in
Reforming the Electric Power Complex.

The parties also touched upon the questions of improvement
of the power system reliability and ruling out recurrence of the
accident similar to the one that took place on May 25, 2005.

July 4. The meeting of the Board of Directors of MOSENER-
GO elected its Chairman. As in the last year, it was Member of
the Executive Board of the RAO UES of Russia Yu.A. Udaltsov.
The meeting also elected the Deputy Chairman of the Board of
Directors, whose chair was taken by Pavel Smirnov, a Member
of the Executive Board, RAO UES of Russia, and the Corporate
Secretary.

July 19. A joint conference of MOSENERGO and OAO
Moscow Regional Electricity Network Company with A.Ya. Kop-
sov in the chair was held to discuss improvement of relia-
bility of energy supplies for the Moscow area. The conference
saw the presentation of the "Scheme of Energy Supplies for
Moscow and the Moscow Region for the Period Leading up to
2020" developed by Mosenergoproyekt, and the "Program for
Construction and Technical Retooling of the Moscow Power
Center for the Period Leading up to 2006—2010".

Dealing with the problem of power shortages and improving
reliability of energy supplies for the Moscow area, require intro-
duction of new generating capacities (on the order of 450-500 MW
annually), all-round development of electrical grid facilities, as
well as an action plan focused on energy saving.

The conference assembled representatives of RAO UES of
Russia, OAO FGC UES, network companies detached from
MOSENERGO, Moscow RDU, Mosenergoproyekt and Energo-
setproyekt. The Interdepartmental Workgroup was charged with
the task to refine upon the Scheme of Development of Energy
Supplies for the Moscow area to be subsequently submitted to
the Security Board of RAO UES of Russia.

July 25. The Board of Directors of MOSENERGO
approved the work plan for 2005-2006, adopted new Rules
of Procedure for its activities (infroduced a post of the
Corporate Secretary), as well as approved a new composition
of the Executive Board of the Company formed in accordance
with the challenges facing MOSENERGO in the current year.
